Mechanical cooling and heating provisions in accordance with the DEVA
Provisions for auxiliary exhaust and filtration in accordance with the DEVA

     Meet hand-washing station requirements of FGI
     Medical gas types and quantities per FGI or based on the DEVA
     Electrical types and quantities per FGI or based on DEVA
     Essential systems power provisions and separation of systems per FGI or the DEVA
     Minimum clearances per FGI or based on the the DEVA
     Finishes per FGI or based on the DEVA
     Mechanical cooling and heating provisions in accordance with FGI Guidelines or the DEVA
     Provisions for auxillary exhaust and filtration in accordance with FGI Guidelines or the DEVA      
     Lighting levels and functions per IES recommendations in patient care spaces
     Minimum power and systems devices per FGI Guidelines in patient care areas and/or per the DEVA      
     Minimal communication capabilities for patient care (patient call system or equivalent)      
     Minimal voice/data communication capabilities for interface with low voltage systems
